Application Process
· All traders must return a completed booking form. 

· Please provide as much information as possible.  For example the dimensions of any covering you may bring or if any of your methods of display may jut out exceeding your pitch.  This is essential for pitch allocation and in order to conform to health and safety guidelines.   

PLEASE NOTE: if you will be arriving in a large or wide vehicle let us know.  This is vital as the venue of the fair is quite narrow and this may effect arrival times. 

· Once you have submitted your application form you will receive a conformation email.  If you do not hear from us within 10 working days please contact us on markets@packhorsefair.co.uk  

· Submitting an application form does not guarantee a place at the packhorse fair. There are only a certain number of pitches and it is a popular event therefore late applications can only be processed if there is still space. 

What we are looking for

The Packhorse Fair is a very diverse event and we welcome traders of many kinds.  Below are examples of the kind of stalls we have had in the past, if what you do is not listed below please still apply as it does not mean you are not welcome.
· Craft/handmade 
· Produce (local, artisan, farmers market)
· Charity 
· Vintage/Flea
· Food/Drink  (anyone wishing to sell hot food please contact us for details of how to apply)
PLEASE NOTE: All applications are considered on an individual basis and it is our aim to have a wide range of traders.  If you do not feel you fit into a particular category please contact us and we will advise which category is suitable. 

Pitch details
· There are different areas of the packhorse fair for different kinds of traders.  These are clearly shown on the event map.  If you have been at the packhorse fair before please do not assume you will be in the same area as last time.

· Standard pitch size is 2.5m with extra space available at additional cost.

· Tables, chairs and coverings are not provided. 

· It is essential that you stay within your allocated pitch, as space is limited.

· Pitches are allocated on arrival.  There will be stewards to greet you at your allocated entrance and to show you to your pitch.  Arrival times are often busy and there is sometimes a wait.  This is because the market road is narrow and there is only one way in and out so please be patient, there are no premium pitches as visitors walk the whole length of the fair.  Arrival times are allocated to try and minimise waiting so please do not come early. Stewards are there to help you and rude or abusive behaviour will not be tolerated.
